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	SNEAKY CAMEL PRODUCTIONS PROPOSAL GUIDELINES


Hi! We’re excited that you’re interested in working with Sneaky Camel Productions. To allow us to review your project thoroughly and to make sure we’re all on the same page, we ask you to submit a brief proposal outlining your idea. The more information you give us, the more likely it is that we’ll be able to move forward with your project.  Here is a timeline of our review process:

	The Sneaky Camel steering committee will review each proposal based on a number of factors, outlined below.
	If we are interested in learning more, we will ask you to attend our next committee meeting so we can speak with you in-person about your project.
	At the committee meeting, we will discuss timetables, project requirements, cast and crew requirements, and Sneaky Camel ground rules, and we will answer any questions you may have.
	The steering committee will decide if Sneaky Camel is able to produce your project!

What You Should Include In Your Proposal:
1)      Full Name

2)      Contact information – phone number, email, mailing address

3)      Whether you have worked with Sneaky Camel in the past

4)      What film or other artistic experience you have (if you don’t have any, don’t worry– we’re all learning along the way!)

5)      A working title for your idea

6)      What role you would like to play in the production of your idea (e.g.: producer, director, screenwriter, crew member, etc) and whether or not you are flexible with those roles.  Also, if you have someone else in mind to fill a major role (e.g.: producer, director, writer, lead actor, etc) please include his or her name and information as well. 

7)      A detailed account of your idea.  The more detailed the better, but please do not submit a script. Please include the genre your idea falls into (if applicable) or the “flavor” of your idea.  If you have a script already written, please let us know, but do not include the script in this submission.  

8)      Please also answer the following questions as best you can. If you do not yet have a script, please estimate: 

1. Approximately how many locations will your project need? 

2. Approximately how many scenes are there? 

3. Approximately how many actors will the film require (Primary/Secondary/Extras)? 

4. What's the estimated duration?

9)      An account of any elements that you feel are required to make your idea work (e.g.:  if it’s a story about a haunted house, we will need a suitably creepy location to shoot in).

10)  Any project elements about which you are NOT flexible.  Making movies is a collaborative process, and there may be some things that we will ask you to change in order for Sneaky Camel to produce it.  Please be open minded about this – we will always work with you to resolve any issues or concerns.
11) What your plans are for the picture after it is complete?  As an industry standard, Sneaky Camel generally owns the projects it produces, but we are willing to negotiate ownership.

Production Factors:

In reviewing your proposal, we will consider the following factors:
1)      Resource availability - Sneaky Camel must have the appropriate resources to produce your film (if it must take place on a yacht, and we do not have a yacht, then we’re probably not a good fit for your idea).

2)      Team availability – enough members of Sneaky Camel Productions must be available to give your project the time and attention it needs. We’re always excited to work with new people, so you can also recruit new members to Sneaky Camel for your project.

3)      Budget – Sneaky Camel must be able to realistically raise enough funds to complete your project.  If we commit to a project, we commit to raising half of the needed funds for completion of the project – the producer for each project will be responsible for fund-raising for the other half.  

4)      Continuity – If Sneaky Camel has just produced a drama set in a prison, and your idea is for a drama set in a prison, we may not be interested in taking on your project immediately.  If that is the case, we will notify you and ask that you resubmit at a later date.

5)      Appropriateness – there are types of films that Sneaky Camel Productions simply will not produce.  If your idea falls into this category (e.g., pornography, misogyny) we will offer you a detailed explanation as to why we will not produce your idea. 

After reviewing your proposal, we will either decline or accept your proposal. 

Decline: 
If we decline your film, it means that, at the current time, we are unable to produce your project.  This doesn’t necessarily mean that we don’t like your idea; it may be due to time, staff, or budget restrictions, or it may mean that there was not enough information in your proposal for us to thoroughly review your project.  We will notify you of a rejection as soon as possible.  Sneaky Camel Productions will offer feedback on any rejected proposals, but only when specifically requested by the person submitting the proposal.  If we decline your proposal, we encourage you to review our feedback, make adjustments, and resubmit your idea.  

There will also be certain times when Sneaky Camel is not accepting proposals for new projects due to current production schedules or budgetary restraints.  Also, we will not necessarily produce projects in the order they were submitted to us.  

If we decline your project, it also does not mean that you can’t participate in other Sneaky Camel projects.  In fact, we encourage anyone who wants to become involved with Sneaky Camel to join us for a shoot to get to know us and develop a good working relationship with the rest of the crew.

Accept:
If we accept your proposal, it means that we are interested in producing your film, and will contact you with an invitation to one of our steering committee meetings.  If we accept your project and you haven’t worked with Sneaky Camel before, we encourage you to join the crew of one of our current projects so that you can get to know us and our working style before production of your project begins.
